This project teaches children about the world of stories, developing skills in communication, literacy, critical thinking, and creativity through traditional tales like Goldilocks and the Three Bears and Jack and the Beanstalk. Children learn to listen, recall, retell, and act out stories, fostering empathy, imagination, and an understanding of different scenarios and perspectives.

	
This project teaches children about seaside environments and their features, such as animals, plants, and sand. Children also learn about related historical aspects, like past beach holidays, and importantly, how to stay safe at the beach and protect the environment.

	· Build up vocabulary that reflects knowledge and experience
· Children can use new story-related words (forest, cottage, porridge, giant, beanstalk) and connect them with what they know from their own experiences (homes, food, gardens).

· Children can express likes and dislikes, explaining their thinking:
· “My favourite character is the giant because he is big and loud.”
· “I like Baby Bear best because he is kind.”
	· Build up vocabulary related to the seaside (e.g., waves, shells, lifeguard, bucket, spade, tide, pier).
· Use different tenses when talking about experiences:
· Now: “The waves are splashing.”
· Past: “I went to the beach and built a sandcastle.”
· Long ago: “A long time ago, people wore different clothes to the beach.”
· Ask and answer questions to find out more:
· “I wonder why the sea moves in and out?”
· “How do crabs hide in the sand?”
· Share opinions and preferences:
· “My favourite thing at the beach is collecting shells because they are colourful.”
· “I like the sea best because I can splash in the waves.”
· Develop listening and conversation skills:
· Looking at the person speaking, taking turns in conversation, and adding ideas or questions to keep discussions going.
